The 
following engagement story is told by Alex.

I had been debating all day whether or not that day was the right day, 
when finally I called my mom, and she convinced me to quit "procrastinating" and get to work already.  
With the decision made, I was excited to get to work and practically laughing at the thought of how 
shocked and surprised Hayley would be. 

I cut a bunch of individual letters out of magazines to create a "ransom" 
note.  I added a picture of our dog and drew a blindfold over his eyes plac-
ing it in the dead center of the note.

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Best Wishes to Beth Hadley’s Daughter Julia 
As some of you may know, Julia Hernandez, the daughter of  
South Bay Tri Delta Beth Hadley, Syracuse, was admitted to 
Miller Children's Hospital in Long Beach in February with a  
diagnosis of leukemia.  Here's an update from Beth:  
 
Julia has acute myeloid leukemia (AML) - a serious, rare childhood leukemia - about 500 kids in 
America get it each year.  We've essentially lived at Miller Children's Hospital since February - 
we've made 5 trips home of about a week at a time between rounds of chemo ... and in August, 

Julia received the last 48 hours of chemo!!!  We'll stay in the hospital while 
she recovers - it typically takes 3 weeks for the chemo to run its course - it  
reduces her immune system literally to 0, then after a while at 0, her body 
slowly recovers to a point where she can safely leave the hospital.  When 
she is finished with this round and has built up some stamina, she'll return 
to school (as a junior at Peninsula).  It is hard to predict - each round has 
been harder to recover from, and there is always the possibility of infec-
tion and other side effects - but we are hoping she'll return to school by 
mid-September. 
 
Then, we will learn about living in Remission.  She'll have blood tests 
every month for a year or two ... then every three months .. and then re-
duce to once a year for the rest of her life.  After five years, the focus of 

the medical monitoring will switch from leukemia, to monitoring the effects of the chemo on her 
body.  She has had very strong chemo - a lifetime dose of some medicines in six months - and 
there may be medical consequences later (heart damage, etc.).  It is amazing to think that they 
don't have a broad base of expectations of long time survival because it has only been in the last 
ten years or so that the survival rates have increased to a point where they can learn about long 
term consequences of the treatment.  
 
Julia has been very very strong. I am so proud of 
her.  She's not whined about losing her hair or put-
ting up with her mother 24/7.  And she is so look-
ing forward to getting her life back and returning to 
school.  She has been selected as an Ambassa-
dor for the St. Baldrick's Foundation - they raise 
money for cancer research by conducting head-
shaving fundraisers.  She will probably be on 
some posters and PR material - stay tuned! 
 
I can't say enough about the Jonathan Jacques 
Children's Cancer Center at Miller Children's  
Hospital - that is the group that has taken care of 
us - and they have been phenomenal.  Along with 
our doctors.  We are so lucky.

Need-
less to say, I have been made much more aware 
of the importance of our philanthropy!  I just 
wanted you to know that the time spent on those 
valentines touched our hearts!

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Providing References for Potential New Members 
What is a reference? 
A reference is simply a letter of introduction provided to the collegiate chapter by a Tri Delta  
member.  Writing a reference is a great way to show your support for Tri Delta and the fraternity 
and sorority movement. 
 
What is the deadline for sending a reference? 
It is best to send the reference as soon as you know a potential new member has made her college 
choice.  The reference should arrive at the collegiate chapter before recruitment begins. 
 
THREE SIMPLE STEPS 
 
Step 1: DISCUSS SORORITY MEMBERSHIP WITH POTENTIAL NEW MEMBERS YOU KNOW 
Ask about her accomplishments and goals.  You may ask her for a resume.  Ask her what she 
hopes to gain from sorority membership.  Talk to her about how sorority membership can help her 
achieve her goals. 
 
Step 2: COMPLETE A POTENTIAL NEW MEMBER REFERENCE FORM 
The potential new member reference form included in this newsletter (the 
last four pages - instructions and a form) is designed to help you include 
all of the information the chapter needs about a potential new member. 
 
Step 3: SEND THE REFERENCE 
Send the reference directly to the collegiate chapter reference chairman.  
Current directories are available on www.tridelta.org in the Deltas Only 
section, or contact Tamiza at sobaytridelta@dddsobay.org for assistance.
